What exactly is a TIC Plan (Tactical Interoperable Communications Plan)?

This is a plan to allow Kewaunee County to document interoperable communications, governance structures, technology assets, and usage policies and procedures.  It can be used by first responders to help clearly define the breadth and scope of interoperable assets available within the region and how those assets are shared, requested, activated, used and deactivated.

Who should attend the TIC Plan Workshop?

Communications and operational representatives from TICP represented agencies and jurisdictions across all public safety/service disciplines, non-governmental organizations, and volunteers should participate. In other words, the working group should mirror the responders and support personnel needed for a major incident in the region.  It is important that this working group includes participants who have the authority to make decisions on most issues.

Why do we need a kick-off meeting or webinar and who should attend?

The kick-off meeting/webinar not only answers questions and addresses participant concerns, but goes over a comprehensive “to do” list of work that will need to be completed and information that needs to be gathered by participating entities prior to the workshop.   A successful workshop and completed TIC Plan is contingent upon the work that is completed prior to the workshop.  We will briefly review the blank Wisconsin template and may show examples of certain areas from a completed TIC Plan.  

These meetings/webinars have a mixture or attendees.  Sometimes the higher level managers attend so they can see exactly what a TICP is, the benefit etc. and then they make the assignment as to who they want to represent their agency as part of the working group.
